This week’s style is Blues.
How Blue can You Get by B.B. King
Do You Like the Song?
What Can You Hear?
Ideas for listening include:
● The vocal line: how many singers? Male/female? Male, B.B. King
● The backing/accompaniment: how many instruments? Which ones? A blues band: electric guitar, bass, drums, piano and a horn section consisting of saxophone, trumpet and trombone.
● Which instruments plays the solo? B.B. King plays a solo on his electric guitar in the introduction and adds riffs throughout the song. The saxophone also adds bluesy riffs throughout the song. The rest of the horn section join the sax in verse 2 to the end.
● Is there a hook? Yes: the words are “How Blue Can You Get”.
● The texture: is it thick, thin or inbetween? Are there many layers of sound, or just one/two? Are there many voices singing/instruments playing, or just one/two? The texture is thinner at the beginning of the song as there are no horns. The sax joins in with riffs in the first chorus and the rest of the horn section join in verse 2.
● The tempo: is it fast, slow or inbetween? Quite slow
● The dynamics: is the music loud, quiet or inbetween? Is it the same throughout or does it vary? As the texture thickens, the dynamics get louder.
● The arrangement: which voices/instruments sing/play in which sections? The instruments build up in number during the song, the horn section joins in verse 2.
What is the structure/form/shape of the song?
The structure of the song is:
● Introduction (Improvised electric guitar solo over the rhythm section: piano, bass guitar and drums)
● Chorus (Improvised saxophone and guitar riffs)
● Verse 1 (Improvised saxophone and guitar riffs)
● Verse 2 (Horn section and improvised guitar riffs)
● Chorus (Horn section and improvised guitar riffs )

What is the structure/form/shape of the song?
The structure of the song is:
When listening to baroque songs we talk about the form rather than the structure.
● Introduction Strings, harpsichord and trumpet
● Verse 1 “Let the bright Seraphim in burning row; Their loud uplifted Angel-trumpets blow” This verse is not sung as you see above. The lines are repeated and some of the words are stretched over many notes and sung in a florid way with the trumpet echoing.
● Introduction Strings, harpsichord and trumpet
● Verse 2 “Let the Cherubic host, in tuneful choirs; Touch their immortal harps with golden wires.” This verse is performed in a similar way to the first verse.

Learn to Sing the Song - In The Groove, Baroque, Practise standing appropriately for singing.

Plenary- Sing the song Into the Groove in today’s style and Blues style from previous lesson choose which they prefer.

Listen to In The Groove, Latin : Play the song. Use your body to find the pulse and rhythm  Listen again thing about the texture and timbre.
Do you like this song? What do you like/ dislike about it?

 Listen and Appraise - Livin’ La Vida Loca by Ricky Martin: How are the songs different, how are they similar? Listen again thing about the texture and timbre. Do you like this song? What do you like/ dislike about it?

The texture: is it thick, thin or in between? Are there many layers of sound, or just one/two? Are there many voices singing/instruments playing, or just one/two? The texture stays the same throughout adding brass and guitar on occasion.
Write a class list of the different textures you can hear in the song .


What is the structure/form/shape of the song?
The structure of the song is:
● Introduction - with horn section
● Verse 1 - guitar riff half way through
● Bridge
● Chorus
● Introduction
● Verse 2
● Bridge
● Chorus - tag guitar riff into:
● Bridge
● Chorus - guitar riff tag

Remind them of the work we did on timbre in the last unit. Watch Sing (2016) - Auditions Scene on you tube
As a singer, it is important to understand the different types of vocal timbre. These are also known as the five-voice types: Soprano, Mezzo, Alto, Tenor, and Bass. These are also types of timbre because they are what is used to help recognize a voice

Practise singing the song In the groove using different tones of voice. 


Reminding them of how we sing. 
When singing they must remember;
● to sing out (to project their voices) but never to shout; 
to stand with straight backs,
 feet hip-width apart and to breathe from deep inside. Remind them that shouting comes from the throat and ends up hurting the voice.
● to aim for a good sound (a round sound).
● to breathe at the ends of phrases/lines and in the same places as each other (if necessary, have a discussion about places to breathe).
● to take care over diction and to enunciate consonants carefully and together.

● The vocal line: how many singers? Male/female? Male and female vocals and backing vocals with added electronic vocal sounds.

What are the style indicators in this song, ie how do I know this is Bhangra? The lyrics are in Punjabi, Hindi and Urdu,  Drums are featured as above, Stringed instruments and keyboards and electronic sounds, Beat based style that makes you want to dance,

The structure of the song is:
Introduction - backing vocals, Jai Ho!- Verse 1-  Introduction - backing vocals, Jai Ho!- Verse 2- Introduction- Chorus - backing vocals, Jai Ho! More drum beats- Interlude 1- Verse 3- Introduction-Chorus- Interlude 2- Verse 4- Outro - Jai Ho!

Compose with the Song: Use body percussion in groups to create music to go with In the groove Bhangra.
Whole class to decide on the structure for each eg during the verse the drums and the claps will play then for the chorus the clicks and tappers will play.

Listen to Lord Of The Dance by R. Hardiman: How are the songs different, how are they similar? Listen again to hear the tempo and think if and when the tempo changes. 

This week’s style is Folk.
Do You Like the Song?
What Can You Hear?
● The tempo: is it fast, slow or in between? The tempo varies, it gets faster as the tune progresses.

What is the structure/form/shape of the song?
The structure of the song is:
Introduction - A long introduction where the penny whistle plays the tune, string sounds accompany.
Drums bring in a steady pulse- Chorus - the tune changes to “Lord Of The Dance” which is a dancing tempo- Verse- Chorus-mInterlude - violin/fiddle- Chorus - “Lord Of The Dance” tune-  Chorus - “Lord Of The Dance” tune-  Verse- Chorus - “Lord Of The Dance”tune.-  Chorus - “Lord Of The Dance” tune, faster
There are no words/vocals in this tune so the structure does not follow a particular pattern.

This week’s style is Funk.

Do You Like these Songs?
● The dynamics: is the music loud, quiet or inbetween? Is it the same throughout or does it vary? The dynamics get louder when the horn section come in.

What is the Style of this Music?
Is it Pop/Rock/Blues/Gospel/Ballad/R&B/Rap/Soul? Funk. In the 1960s, an exciting performer called James Brown combined gospel,soul and jazz into a new form of music called funk. 

What are the style indicators in this song, ie how do I know this is funk? This song is riff based- The vocals are about James Brown - in fact the song celebrates him- There is a horn section who play riffs- Electric guitar plays riffs- The bass and drums drive the groove- The focus is on the rhythmic groove.
