	Knowledge lesson

Remind children of the above definitions

Listen to Your Imagination by Joanna Mangona and Pete Readman : Play the song. 
After listening, talk about the song thinking about the pulse, rhythm, pitch, timbre
Listen carefully. Perhaps close your eyes. You could move with the pulse. Use your imagination as you enjoy the music.
Tell the children - “You might see colours, words, pictures, or encounter lots of different feelings. Share some of this with each other after you have listened.”
Play the music/song. Move to the music or sit down to listen with closed eyes. Perhaps give the children a piece of paper or their iPad/tablet to make notes, draw, write down any words that spring to their minds for discussion. They might create their own listening map - a visual representation of what they hear.
Appraise
● Does this song tell a story? Perhaps the words tell a story or perhaps the music creates a story in your imagination. What is that story?
● What can you hear? Keyboard, drums, bass, a female singer.
● How does the music make you feel? Music brings many emotions along with it and often each person feels something different. Perhaps share with each other how the music makes you feel.
● What did you like about the song? It doesn't matter if you like or don't like a song or a piece of music. Think about the reasons why you do or don't .

Performance - Your Imagination: Perform sing the song.

Plenary- Circle time what have you learned about music and imagination.

	Focus- Pulse and rhythm
Pulse – the regular heartbeat of the music, the steady beat 
Rhythm – long and short sounds or patterns that happen over the pulse, the steady beat 

Listen and Appraise - Supercalifragilisticexpialidocious from Mary Poppins: Play the song. Move to the music or sit down to listen with closed eyes. After listening, talk about the song and answer the questions together using correct musical language. Do you like this song? What do you like/ dislike about it? How does it make you feel?

Listen and Appraise - Your Imagination: How are the songs different, how are they similar? What did you imagine?
Listen.  Do you like this song? What do you like/ dislike about it? How does it make you feel?

Listen to the song again listening out for the pulse, use the online warm up game on Charanga in order to do this. 
Listen again and think about the rhythm. 
Ensure that the children are tapping the correct pulse. Model it and have lots of practise tapping the correct pulse. 

Remind children of body percussion (clapping, tapping foot, clicking, drummimg on knees or table and all practise finding the pulse clapping, then tapping foot, then clicking. 

Put children into groups and give them an action each for them to play along to the music. Swap so all children have a go at all actions. 

Performance - Your Imagination: Perform and share what has taken place in today’s lesson. Sing and play instrumental parts in the split into 2 groups as some will sing and some will play.

Plenary- Play your instruments and sing to Supercalifragilisticexpialidocious using what you have learnt from the song ‘Your imagination’.

Listen again and make a note as a class of the different textures in the song.

As a singer, it is important to understand the different types of vocal timbre. These are also known as the five-voice types: Soprano, Mezzo, Alto, Tenor, and Bass. These are also types of timbre because they are what is used to help recognize a voice

Practise singing the song In the groove using different tones of voice. 

Performance - Your Imagination: 
Split the children into 2 groups the first group will play body percussion and the second group will sing, groups to then swap so everyone has a turn at both skills

Plenary- Clap and to the other song we have learnt about today- Pure Imagination.

Listen and Appraise – Your imagination  How are the songs different, how are they similar? What did you imagine? After listening, talk about the song making notes about the arrangement/ structure of the song

Concentrate on Daydream believer and as a class discuss the structure of the song. Are any bits repeated? Is there singing? Are there instruments?
