Understanding English, Communication and Language


Our English work this term will be around these texts ‘Mrs Noah’s Pockets’ and ‘Fly, Eagle Fly, developing story writing skills, writing a report and a persuasive speech. Reading lessons will be based on the books, ‘The Miraculous Journey of Edward Tulane’ and ‘The Sheep Pig’.

Historical and Geographical Understanding


We will be learning about the first settlements in the British Isles. We will explore homes, food and tools. We will focus on the evidence left behind focusing on Skara Brae, Avebury and Stonehenge. In Geography we will plot these monuments and settlements on maps and will explore how Britain became the Island we know it as today. Learn about the points of a compass.





Mathematical Understanding


 This term we will add to our understanding of fractions. We will practise written addition and subtraction methods with 3-digit numbers, written multiplication and division methods and develop our understanding of money calculations. 


Once again, there will be a big focus on learning the tables (x3,x4,x8).
