Dear Parents and Carers of children in Reception,

Welcome to the Summer Term. We would like to share with you the exciting learning planned for
this term. We hope that the information below helps you support your child over the coming term.

This term our topic is Animals. We will be learning about Bears, Farm animals, Pets, Mini beasts and
Sea Creatures.

Reading
Over the course of this term in reading the children will be covering the following objectives:

e Can | continue a rhyming string?

e Canllink sounds to letters, naming and sounding the letters of the alphabet?

e Can|lblend the sounds in simple words and know which letters represent some of them?
e Canlread some regular words?

e Canlread some common irregular words?

e Canlread simple phrases and sentences?

e Canlread re-read books to build confidence, fluency and understanding?

e (Can lidentify fiction and non-fiction books?

e (Can |l talk about the features of a non-fiction book?

This will be done through daily phonic lessons, reading sessions at school and reading homework.
You can help at home by ensuring you hear your child read at least five times a week and support
them to learn the tricky words and phonic sounds we have covered in class.

Writing
Over the course of this term in writing the children will be covering the following objectives:

e Canlsegment the sounds in simple words and know which letters represent some of them?
e Canllink sounds to letters, naming and sounding the letters of the alphabet?

e Can | write some sounds in words correctly?

e Can | write some regular common words?

e Can | write labels and captions?

e Can | write short sentences that others can read?

e Can | write a sentence remembering to use a full stop and clear finger spaces?

e (Canluse a capital letter at the beginning of some sentences?

e Canlre-read what has been written to check that it makes sense?

You can help at home by encouraging them to do as much writing as possible eg a shopping list,
birthday cards etc. Please do practise letter formation and handwriting with your child at home. We
are encouraging a lot of independent writing at school and making sure they are always practising
their writing skills.
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Phonics

Over the course of this term we will be continuing to follow the Monster Phonic scheme. We will be
recapping phase 3 sounds with more emphasis on reading and writing words. We will also be
learning high frequency words. The children will be introduced to phase 4 phonics.

It is very important that your child can recognise a sound, say the sound and be able to write down
the sound. We will be working on the children becoming independent with their writing,
encouraging them to write words, captions and simple sentences.

Number/Shape Space and Measure
Over the course of this term in Number/SSM the children will be covering the following objectives:

e Can | estimate the number of objects | can see and check by counting them?
e Can | compare two sets of objects using the word more?

e Can | compare two sets of objects using the word fewer?

e Can | compare two groups of objects using the word equals?

e Can | find the total number of items in two groups by counting all of them?
e Canlcounton to find the answer when adding two numbers?

e Can | count verbally beyond 20, pausing at each multiple of 10?

e Can | automatically recall some / all number bonds for numbers 0-10?

e Canlrecognise and name ‘solid’ 3D shapes?

e Canlorder two or three items by length or height?

e Can |l order two items by weight or capacity?

e (Can |l talk about size to compare quantities and objects and solve problems?
e (Canluse everyday language related to money?

You can help your child by letting them count whilst shopping, through games, weighing whilst
cooking, and counting stairs as they go up them etc.

Understanding the World
Over the course of this term in understanding the world the children will be covering the following
objectives:

e (Canltalk about the area where | live and go to school and compare it with where other
people live and go to school?

e Can | comment on images of familiar situations in the past?

e (Can | compare and contrast characters from stories, including figures from the past?

e Canlcomplete a program on the computer?

e Can | talk about things that have happened in my own life and in my family?

e Can |l explain how some other people in this country or the world are different to me?

e Canldraw information from a simple map?

e Can |l talk about objects saying how they are the same or different?

e Can | talk about materials saying how they are the same or different?
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e Can | observe and talk about seasonal changes? What happens in Summer?
e (Can | talk about natural processes?
e Can |l talk about living things saying how they are the same or different?

These objectives will be linked to our topics.
Creative

Over the course of this term in our Creative learning the children will be covering the following
objectives:

e Canlchoose the right tools and show how to shape, assemble and join materials | am using?
e Can | choose something to construct and make it?

e Canlchoose what | need to use to create my work?

e Canltell astory through play?

e Can |l create different textures?

e Can | combine different media to create new effects?

e (Canlselect and use materials to develop my own ideas?

e Canlworkin agroup to develop and act out a story?

Physical Education

Over the course of this term in our physical education the children will be covering the following
objectives:

e Canlcontrol an object in pushing, patting, throwing, catching or kicking it?

e Can| play racing and chasing games with other children, safely adjusting speed or changing
direction to avoid obstacles?

e Can |l handle tools, objects, construction materials safely?

e Canluse a pencil and hold it effectively to form recognisable letters, most of which are
correctly formed?

e Canltravel around, under, over and through balancing and climbing equipment?

These will be covered in the classroom and during our PE sessions.

Please support your child with their home learning (See Homework Policy on our website) and
remember that learning should be meaningful and fun. If you are able to support your child’s
learning by some visits to places of interest linked to our topics please encourage them to tell us
about it — or bring in a postcard or souvenir to talk about.
