Spellings:   


Spelling words this week follow the pattern using /i/ spelt y in a position other than at the end of the word. Spellings sent home will include the words: Egypt, pyramid, mystery, myth, gym, system, symbol, hymn, lyric.  We have also added ‘November’ to the list as the children will need to write this daily in their books this month. Spelling will now be set on a Wednesday and tested the following Wednesday giving the children a week to learn their words.  Please remember to use a ‘look, say, cover, write check, correct’ approach for learning the spellings and to use the spellings in sentences.  Remember, it is important to practise spellings daily so that they become embedded in long term memory. Please remind your child that any proper noun such as ‘I’ or days of the week/ months of the year need a capital letter. 





Homework:


This week’s homework will sent home early on Monday 6th November and will replace our usual maths and English homework.  The homework is a KS2 space themed competition. Children can choose to complete a specified activity as either a space engineer or an astro artist. 


The homework will need to be handed in slightly earlier on Monday 13th November so that the class competition winner can be decided. Please look out for an information sheet on this exciting homework in your child’s book bag on Monday. Spellings will be sent out as usual on Wednesday 8th November.


 Ten minutes reading and 5-10minutes times tables practice should also form part of your child’s daily routine. 





English:
