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English:

Solve problems involving multiplying and adding, including using the distributive law to multiply 2-
digit numbers by 1 digit, integer scaling problems and harder correspondence problems such as n 
objects are connected to m objects.  

Homework:

Monday.  I have spoken to the children about this and have suggested ways in which they can 
organise their time to ensure their homework is handed in on time. This week’s homework will 
include an English activity, and a Mathematics activity. There will be further information given with 
regards to your child’s homework on Wednesday.
