English: 


This week we will have a new focus on Shakespeare in preparation for our visit from the Young Shakespeare Company on Monday 3rd March. Our focus this week will be learning about William Shakespeare, his plays and The Globe Theatre and writing a fact file about him.  





Spellings:   


This week we will be learning the following spellings: science, crescent, discipline, fascinate, scent, scissors, descent, scientist and scenery. These are words with the /s/ sound spelt with ‘sc’.  The children will be tested on Monday 3rd March. If your child has returned home with a different spelling list, please focus on those words and not the ones mentioned above.








Maths:


This week we will be continuing with our unit on ‘Multiplication and Division’.  The children will be using written methods to multiplying a 3-digit number by a 1-digit number. They will continue to use the short multiplication method.  Place value counters in place value charts will be used to model the structure of the formal method, allowing children to gain a greater understanding of the procedure, particularly where exchanges are needed. The children will then use their division facts from the Autumn term to build on their knowledge of dividing a 2-digit number by a 1-digit number.
