Monday 4" March 2024

English:

Thi week we will have a new focus as it is book week. Year 4 will focus on Shakespeare. Our focus will be
‘Macbeth’ and the children will plan to write a catchy newspaper article about events in the story. We will
start by deciding on a catchy newspaper headline, then the children will write their introductory paragraph of
the newspaper report. We will also be recalling the event through drama activities.

Spellings:

Maths:

This week we will complete our, ‘Length and Perimeter’ unit. The children will find the missing lengths in
rectilinear shapes. They will then measure the perimeter of polygons and regular polygons. We are then
planning to start our next unit, ‘Fractions’ at the end of the week. The children will revisit the following;
recognise and use fractions as numbers: unit fractions and non-unit fractions with small denominators.

Homework will be sent out on Wednesdays and needs to be returned to school by the following
Monday. | have spoken to the children about this and have suggested ways in which they can
organise their time to ensure their homework is handed in on time. This week’s homework will
include an English activity, a History project, and a Mathematics activity. There will be further
information given with regards to your child’s homework on Wednesday.
