
English:  
This week we are going to be looking at the story ‘Owl babies.’ We will be thinking 
about the order of the story and using drama to out act the story in groups.  
We will be writing captions using pictures to help us.  
A big focus at the moment is using a full stop correctly, finger spaces between words 
and beginning to use a capital letter for the beginning of a sentence.  

Phonics:    
We will be using monster phonics during our phonic lessons. 
This week we are looking at the sounds: 
e-e, i-e, o-e 
The words we are focusing on: from, help, back, animals, will, this, that, 
then, them, with, went, children, just, off 
  

Maths: 
In maths this week we are going to be comparing groups using the 
language of fewer, more and the same.  
We will be matching groups to the right amount and making sure that 
our counting is reliable.   

Homework: 
Please read daily with your child. They are able to change their coloured book 
each day.  
Monster phonic books are changed every Monday and your child will have 
that book for the week. Please make sure they have their reading wallet in 
their bag each day.
