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English:�This week, we will begin reading The Wind in the Willows and exploring the main characters through discussion, character descriptions, drama and freeze frame activities. These lessons link closely to our History and Geography learning, where we are studying Windsor and the River Thames.





Phonics:�This week, we will be reviewing the grapheme 'ar' making the /or/ sound when it follows 'w' (for example, warm). The children will also practise adding the suffixes -ed and -ing to words containing this grapheme. In addition, we will be learning and revising the high-frequency words: any, many, these, small, bear, boat, home and clothes.





Reading:�This week, the children will be completing their reading assessment booklets. We hope that everyone enjoyed reading their new banded reading books over the half-term break. Please continue to read regularly at home and record any reading in your child's reading record.

Maths:�This week, we are continuing our work on fractions.


The children will be focusing on the fractions 1/2 and 2/4, learning to recognise that these fractions are equivalent. We will discuss the meaning of the word equivalent and learn that two fractions are equivalent when they represent the same value.





Using a range of practical and pictorial resources, the children will explore how fractions can be represented in different ways. They will investigate fractions of shapes and learn that 1/2 and 2/4 cover the same amount of space, provided that the wholes are equal in size.





Throughout the week, the children will explain their reasoning using mathematical vocabulary and make comparisons between different fraction representations.
