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English:


This week, we will continue to read The Wind in the Willows and explore the character of Mr. Toad through discussion, character descriptions, drama, and freeze-frame activities. We will be learning about dialogue and how to write speech using speech marks.





Phonics:


This week, we will be reviewing the ‘s’ (zsh) grapheme (as in ‘measure’), including adding the suffixes -ed, -ing, and -s. We will also be exploring the high-frequency words: because, we’re, everyone, town, how, through, eyes, boy, and again.





Reading:�The children will be in their new reading groups this week; hopefully, they will enjoy their new book. 


Please keep reading every evening with your child. Reading is a necessary skill across all subjects.





Action Points:


★ We have been working hard to arrange out Year 2 trip. More details to follow very soon!





★ In science we have been learning about what seeds need to germinate and what plants need to grow. As part of this topic, Year 2 planted sweet pea seeds and observed their growth. The majority of these will be sent home on Monday 8th June (some did not germinate, so some children have had to plant new seeds. We hope to send these home soon). If possible, the plants can now be planted outdoors in a pot in either a sunny or partial shade location. As they grow, they will need some climbing support. Can your child think of an object they could reuse for this? This fits in with this half-term’s science topic where we are looking at how we can reduce, reuse and recycle materials. Can they remember how they need to take care of their plant in order for it to continue to grow healthily and stay alive?





★ The children can continue practising their 10- and 5-times tables as well as their 2s, including the related division facts. This week the children will begin to be tested on the 2 times tables.





★ Please can the children continue to bring in £1 so we can buy some glue sticks from the office.
