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English: 


This week, we will continue to read The Wind in the Willows and explore the character of Mr. Toad through discussion, character descriptions, drama, and freeze-frame activities. We will be learning about dialogue and how to write speech using speech marks as well as planning and writing a piece of writing in the style of a news story. 





Phonics:


This week we will be reviewing the ‘ti’ (sh) grapheme (as in ‘station’), including adding the suffixes -ed, -ing and -s. We will also be exploring the high frequency words: gone, horse, which, pulled, fly, why, cried, find, giant and narrator.

This week we are beginning our Position and Direction topic. We shall begin by looking at the language, ‘left’, ‘right’, ‘forwards’, ‘backwards’, ‘above’, ‘below’ and ‘between’. 





At home you could lay out some objects and ask your child which object is to the left / right of XXX. Is there more than one answer? Another idea is to stack some objects and ask your child what is above / below / between XXX. Can you ask your child to build a tower of objects using the same language? You could also ask your child to move around the house or garden using the language of ‘forwards’, ‘backwards’, ‘left’ and ‘right’. Can they challenge you to all these tasks?
