English:  

This week we will continue to focus on practicing the lines and our poem for our 

class assembly.

Phonics:    

This week we will be reviewing the le grapheme, to include adding the suffixes -ing, -

ed, –y, - er and - est (e.g. giggling, giggled, giggly, gigglier, giggliest). We will also be 

exploring the Year 2 common exception words: busy, hour, Christmas and money, 

and the high frequency words: sea tea eat, each, really, please, birds, girl and first. 

Maths: 

This week we will be revising addition and subtraction using a number line.
