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English: 


This week, due to sports day we will continue to read The Wind in the Willows and explore the character of Mr. Toad through drama and discussion. We will continue to learn about dialogue and speech marks as well as planning and writing a piece of writing in the style of a news story. 





Phonics:


This week we will be reviewing the i grapheme that makes a long I sound (as in ‘behind’), including adding the suffixes -ed, -ing and -s. We will also be exploring the high frequency words: different, live, grandad, morning, rabbit, that’s, things, king, across and along.


Reading:


It’s now less than two weeks until the 2026 Summer Reading Challenge, ‘Read to the Beat!’ is launched. Although any book can be read as part of the challenge, a collection of 55 books to include a mix of fiction, non-fiction, poetry, and graphic novels has been carefully curated to get young readers tapping their feet and turning pages, celebrating the universal language of music – from drumming and dancing to orchestras, opera, rap, K-pop and everything in between.  The books will be available to borrow for free from public libraries.
