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This week in Year 2 
Monday 7th June 2021
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English: 


The children will be reading the story of Gorilla by Anthony Browne. They will be looking at the different events in the story and using these to predict what might happen next. 





Phonics:   


We will be looking at words that contain the /l/ sound spelt ‘le’ at the end of words e.g. table, apple and little. 











Maths:


We will be exploring fractions. The children will be revisiting how to find ½, ¼ and 1/3 of an amount. They will also be investigating how ½ is equivalent to 2/4s. The children will be recording their fractions in simple number sentences. 





Homework:
