This week in Year 2 
Monday 9th November 2020
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English: 


The children will be writing their own commands using bossy verbs and adverbs. They will need to make sure that their commands make sense and have the correct punctuation. 








Phonics:   


We are working on our phase 5 phonic sounds.


This week we will be looking at words that contain the sound /yoo/ spelt with ‘u_e’ and words that contain the /ee/ sound spelt ‘e_e’.








Maths:


We will be exploring reflective symmetry and what it means if an object or picture is symmetrically. They will be suing their knowledge to create their own symmetrical pictures and patterns. The children will also begin to explore 2D shapes through looking at their properties. 








Homework:
