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This week in Year 2 
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English: 


The children will be exploring different sentences form the story of ‘Gorilla’ by Anthony Browne. They will be aiming to writing their own sentences for the story ensuring that they demarcate them correctly with capital letters, full stops and some use of question marks and exclamation marks. 





Phonics:   


We will be looking at words that contain the /l/ sound spelt ‘el’ at the end of words e.g. camel, tunnel and travel. 











Maths:


We will be looking at time and how many minutes there are in an hour and how many hours there are in a day. The children will also be exploring how to tell time to the nearest quarter of an hour. 





Homework:
