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English: 


The children will be creating their own flow chart to explain how to launch their rockets. They will be aiming to include arrows, conjunctions, topic words, a heading and subtitles. 








Phonics:   


We are working on our phase 5 phonic sounds.


This week we will be looking at words that contain the sound /ow/ spelt ‘ou’ e.g. about, ground or proud. 








Maths:


We will be looking at adding and subtracting multiples of 10 from 2 digit numbers. The children will need to be able to apply their place value knowledge to help with this and they will need to record their answers in a number sentence.
