This week in Year 2 
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English: 


The children will be exploring traditional tales. They will be working on identifying traditional tale language, heroes and villains as well as explaining what characters do in the stories and why. 





Phonics:   


We are working on our phase 5 phonic sounds.


This week we will be looking at words that contain long vowel sounds e.g. kind, human and cold. 








Maths:


We will be looking at correctly reading and writing numbers up to 100 in words and digits. We will also be exploring measurement. The children will be measuring the length of objects using a ruler. They will be aiming to measure to the nearest cm or m. 





Homework:
