Foundation– Exploring materials and tools with support; produces basic shapes and marks; work shows curiosity and willingness to try.

Developing Beginning to work more independently; recognisable shapes and simple shading; making choices about colour/texture; identifies strengths and areas to improve.

Secure Uses tools and materials with confidence and accuracy; proportion and perspective mostly accurate; refine ideas from observation and imagination; explains artistic choices.

Advanced Demonstrates precision, control, and creativity; produces original and innovative work; makes deliberate stylistic choices; critically analyses own and others’ work in context.

Each week’s assessment will reference this system in addition to formative and summative strategies.
