Vouloir = to wish/want
Often this is followed by the infinitve of 
another verb.

Il veut                  He wants/wishes
Elle veut              She wants/wishes
On veut               We want/wish
Nous voulons     We want/wish
Vous voulez        You want/wish
Ils veulent          They want/wish
Elles veulent      They want/wish

Je veux faire          I want  to do/I wish to do
Je veux gagner      I want  to win/I wish to win
Je veux aller           I want o go/I wish to  go

The 3 verbs below are known as modal verbs because 
they can be used by themselves or with another verb

Pronunciation.
Pouvoir = poo vwar Je peux = zj puh Vous pouvez = Voo poo vay Ils peuvent = Eel perv
Devoir = duh vwar Je dois =  zj dwa Vous devez = Voo duh vay Ils doivent = Eel dwarv

DON’T FORGET - the last consonant in French is often silent

Using 3 tenses Lesson 4 

Using the near future tense

 To talk about what you are going to do in French, you need 
the verb to go (aller) and the infinitive of another verb - eg to 
watch (regarder).Look at the examples below

Je vais (I am going) aller (to go)
Tu vas (You are going) travailler (to work)
Il va (He is going) étudier (to study)
Elle va (She is going) apprendre(to learn)
On va (We are going) faire (to do)
Nous allons (We are going) participer (to participer)
Vous allez (You are going) bavarder (to chat)
Ils/Elles vont (They are going) commencer (to start)

The past (or perfect tense) is used to describe things that have already 
happened.  Rember that some verbs take être in the past tense.
Monter Descendre ALSO  REFLEXIVE VERBS TAKE

The perfect tense with etre

We use the imperfect tense when we want to talk about 
something we used to do or when we would use the word ‘was’ 
or ‘were’ in English. We take the ‘nous’ form of the verb in the 
present tense, drop the ‘ons’ then add the endings below.

Je allais - I used to go
Tu travaillais - You used to work
Il respectait - He used to respect
Elle trichait - She used to cheat
On étudiait - We used to study
Nous rigolions - We used to have a laugh
Vous aimiez - We used to like
Ils participaient - they used to participate
Elles bavardaient - they used to chat

Direct object pronouns and the 
pronoun ‘en’

Lesson 5

Direct object pronouns are the words we use to say some, it, and them.  They relate to the gender (or 
number) of things we are talking about so,

Le = it (for a masculine object)  e.g.  Je porte le casquette- Je le porte.               
                                                          I am wearing the cap - I am wearing it.     

La = it (for a feminine object)   e.g.  Je mange la glace - Je la mange.
      I am eating the ice cream - I am eating it.

Les = them (for a plural object) e.g. J’achète les stylos - Je les achète.
      I am buying the pens - I am buying them.

 The pronoun en can mean ‘some’, ‘of it’ or ‘of them’.  It can replace the words de, du, de la, de l’, des.

En to replace some e.g.  On mange du gateau de Mme Haiouani - J’en garde pour toi.
     We are eating some cake from Mme Haiouani - I am saving some for you.

En to replace some of it   e.g. Je fais du français - J’en fais
                                           I do some French - I do some of it.

En to replace some of them  e.g  J’ai reçu beaucoup de livres scolaires- J’en ai regardé
         I received a lot of school books - I am looking at  some of them.

Notice that in 
French we
say I it watch. 

Notice that in French we say I some of them look at  

Porter - to wear (or to carry ie. a porter in a hotel)     Je porte - I wear/am wearing Je vais porter - I am going to wear
Regular er verb (follows all the patterns)      J’ai porté - I wore Je portais - I used to wear

     Je voudrais porter - I would like to wear
