The children have had great fun decorating their Diva lights with lovely bright paint and sparkles as well as learning more about the language of weight, comparing different items we found in Nursery, holding them in our hands and talking about how they feel and the difference. And of course, we had great fun on “Children in Need Day”, dressing up in our Pudsey gear and ears and decorating spotty Pudsey biscuits and, most importantly, we had a chat about why we were doing this and other children who may not be as fortunate as we are.
