1. Aims
Schools are required under the Equality Act 2010 to have an accessibility plan. The purpose of the plan is to:

· Increase the extent to which disabled pupils can participate in the curriculum – this includes the array of children who may be neurodivergent
· Improve the physical environment of the school to enable disabled pupils to take better advantage of education, benefits, facilities and services provided

· Improve the availability of accessible information to disabled pupils

Our school aims to treat all its pupils fairly, with equity and with respect. This involves providing access and opportunities for all pupils without discrimination of any kind.

Urmston Primary School aims for all its community to be respectful, responsible, resilient, happy, kind and proud.  We aim to provide an environment that enables full curriculum access that values and includes all pupils, staff, parents and visitors regardless of their education, physical, sensory, social, spiritual, emotional and cultural needs. The plan will be made available online on the school website, and paper copies are available upon request.

Our school is also committed to ensuring staff are trained in equality issues with reference to the Equality Act 2010, including understanding disability issues.

Our school supports any available partnerships to develop and implement the plan.

Please refer to Trafford Local Offer for more information - Our school’s complaints procedure covers the accessibility plan. If you have any concerns relating to accessibility in school, this procedure sets out the process for raising these concerns.

We have included a range of stakeholders in the development of this accessibility plan, including pupils, parents, governors and staff.
2. Legislation and guidance
This document meets the requirements of schedule 10 of the Equality Act 2010 and the Department for Education (DfE) guidance for schools on the Equality Act 2010.
The Equality Act 2010 defines an individual as disabled if he or she has a physical or mental impairment that has a ‘substantial’ and ‘long-term’ adverse effect on his or her ability to undertake normal day to day activities. 
Under the Special Educational Needs and Disability (SEND) Code of Practice, ‘long-term’ is defined as ‘a year or more’ and ‘substantial’ is defined as ‘more than minor or trivial’. The definition includes sensory impairments such as those affecting sight or hearing, and long-term health conditions such as asthma, diabetes, epilepsy and cancer.

Schools are required to make ‘reasonable adjustments’ for pupils with disabilities under the Equality Act 2010, to alleviate any substantial disadvantage that a disabled pupil faces in comparison with non-disabled pupils. This can include, for example, the provision of an auxiliary aid or adjustments to premises.

	Maintain access to the curriculum for pupils with a disability
	Our school offers equality, equity and diversity across our curriculum for all pupils.

We use scaffolding and resources tailored to the needs of pupils who require support to access the curriculum, adaptive teaching be the key. Resources may include: coloured overlays; off-white paper; Dyslexia friendly font; wobble cushions, weighted blankets, focus aids, subtitles, among others.
Curriculum resources include examples of people with disabilities, including (hidden disabilities)
Curriculum progress is tracked for all pupils, including those with a disability and with SEND.
Targets are set effectively and are appropriate for pupils with additional needs. 

The curriculum is reviewed to ensure it meets the needs of all pupils.

	Planning will meet all children’s needs and adaptive to do so, utilising OAIP principles (Ordinarily Available Inclusive Practice)
Resources (concrete, pictoral, abstract) will be available for all.

Learning will be multi-sensory – where possible

All resources will consider the use for all.
All children will be tracked.
All children are set targets in their learning.
A creative curriculum is adapted for all the needs of UPS pupils.

All children will continue to learn (will be provided with learning materials) whether they are in school or off school long term (using see-saw). This will be on a case-by-case basis and may possibly also involve the AV1 robot and sending work home.

	Our school uses a range of communication methods to ensure information is accessible. This includes:

· Internal signage

· Large print resources

· Pictorial / symbolic  /Signalong representations
· Information clear on school website and linked to The Local Offer.
· Cushion sound/ quiet working environment/ uncluttered/calm.

· Using the PLACE approach and emotion coaching when interacting with children
	People who have a disability are able to move around the school site easily and effectively.

School website gives information on disability and local / national support groups.

	Number of storeys
	Most of UPS is a single storey.  LKS2 is two levels – the upper storey can be accessed by a lift.
	None needed.  Yearly maintenance for the lift.

	Corridor access
	All corridors wide enough to allow wheelchair/ frame access.  
	None needed.  Staff to ensure corridors are always clear for easy access.

	Only in Hornby building (LKS2)

	Parking bays
	School has private parking for staff – if and when needed, access can be designated for disability access.  Please inform head when needed.

	Entrances
	All entrances are wide and accessible to wheelchairs.  Although not every access enables easy access, alternatives are very close.  No doors open automatically.
	On a needs basis.  Consider automatic openings.

	Clear ramps leading to reception for KS1 and KS2.  Ramped entrance to LKS2 (Hornby building).
	Ramps in good condition.  New sloping path from Nursery to the play garden. Oct 2020 (Trafford)

	Toilets
	Disabled toilet in LKS2 (Hornby building.  UKS2 (near library) disabled toilet and shower.  KS1 (near Infant 2).
	Keeping access clear.  Making signage clear.

	Reception area
	KS1 and KS2 reception areas are accessible and low level.
	Make sure it is kept clear of deliveries so not to block access.

	Internal signage
	Clear signage to enable all to access areas.  No braille although can put in place if/when needed.
	Consider bilingual signage.

	Emergency escape routes
	Each escape route clearly labelled and kept clear.  E.g. KS2 Hall – fire exit- small step. 
	Check all exits can be used by all children and adults.
