	Holiday News

It has been lovely to see all of the boys and girls again after the 2 week break and they were all bursting to tell us about all of the exciting things they have been up to during the holidays. We therefore started the week by sharing our holiday news with each other, focusing on good verbal sentence construction which then feeds into their writing. The children extended their sentences by not only telling us where they went but what they did there, what they did after that and what they thought of it. We are always a little worried about what the children’s writing might be like after a 2 week break, however, they did not disappoint! We were so impressed! 

	 Maths
We have revisited ‘doubles’ this week. We are aiming for all children to know their doubles to 10 by heart by the end of the year (i.e. 1+1, 2+2, 3+3, 4+4, 5+5). This takes lots of practice! Some children already know them by heart and beyond, whereas other children are still working on them. We have used songs, games, Number Blocks, counters and Numicon to help us with our doubles throughout the week. Perhaps this is something you could practise at home too. A great way is to play board games requiring a dice and doubling the score that you roll. 

	Music

We have recently been using Cbeebies Musical Storyland to support our music lessons. The children have been learning about different types of instruments and comparing the sounds they make. We have been talking about high pitch and low pitch and listening for when these instruments have been used in the stories and why. 

This week, we heard the story of ‘The Enormous Turnip’ which was also narrated in sign language. This opened up a whole new conversation with lots of questions from the children

The children have been busy bees preparing for Father’s Day this weekend. They have made some lovely card/pictures with very little help and absolutely beautiful writing. They definitely wanted to pull out all the stops for their dads!  In addition to this, the children thought about what they love about their Daddy or Grandad, and again we worked on constructing a full sentence using the word ‘because’. 



	Family Trees 

We have sent home a ‘Family Tree’ homework as a little project for you to try over the next few weeks. This can be as creative or as simple as you choose. It’s a lovely way for the children to understand their family history and for them to notice the similarities and differences between our families in class. 
	 Sports Day Practice

We started our preparations for Sports Day this week by beginning to learn some dances and practising relay and running races. We also needed quite a bit of practice at standing in 4 straight lines!

	Jumpers and cardigans

As the weather is becoming warmer, the children are taking their cardigans and jumpers off more frequently.
