	Maths

We have covered a range of mathematical concepts this week, all Christmas themed! 

We have continued to work on counting back and subtracting, using pictures and objects to support us in our working out. We have also been matching and then counting stockings in 2s. We have been hanging stockings (socks) up on the washing line in pairs from the shortest to the longest and comparing them using comparative language, ‘longer’ and ‘shorter’. 
	Writing Cards
We have been talking to the children about the purpose of writing and that writing gives us an opportunity to say something to somebody. People send cards to each other to communicate something. Some people send cards at Christmas to say ‘Happy Christmas’ to their loved ones. We have been writing cards to our families. We know we need to address the card to somebody by writing our tricky word ‘to’ and telling people who the card is from by signing our names at the bottom. 

	Christmas fun!
We have been so busy finishing off all our Christmas treats such as our star catcher calendars, our Christmas cards and our wonderful felt tree decorations. We have still had time for a little Christmas sing song of some traditional Christmas songs to get us into the Christmas spirit! You may have heard us singing these at home. 

	Christmas Phonics

This week we have been consolidating the words and sounds we have already learnt in phonics but with a Christmas twist: elf, bell, tree, box, sack, ted, doll, Santa! 
This week the children can work on the sounds they already have in their sound bags. We will be adding new sounds and words in the first week back in January.
