	 First full week!!

 The boys and girls have completed their first full week and we’re sure you will have noticed how tired they are! They are so busy in school each day learning new things, making new friends and getting more familiar with school and our routines. There is so much to learn and remember and we’re so proud of how well they’re all taking to it!

	The Colour Monster

This week we have read The Colour Monster, discussing the different emotions that he feels. We then linked these feelings to times we might feel them. We followed this up by reading The Colour Monster Goes to School and noticed that the Colour Monster felt all the different emotions that we felt when we started! And how we are still feeling now.

When the children come in in the morning, they now do a self check-in. This involves finding their name on a wood slice and putting it in the basket, depending on how they’re feeling; happy, sad, angry or calm. This also allows us to follow up with any children who aren’t feeling great that day.

	Maths
We started a few simple maths activities this week. We learnt what a set was and then we made our own sets with a variety of objects. We also learnt how to sort objects into different sets, following a given rule, or coming up with our own. For example, given a pile of toy vehicles, we could sort them by colour, size, the number of wheels, have wings/no wings. There are so many possibilities. Can your child sort some items at home? Buttons, beads, toy cars, animals, coins etc

We have read a story all about the differences and similarities between us and our friends and how each of us is wonderfully unique! This is part of a new PSHE programme we are following called ‘Think Equal’.
