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Reception Weekly Learning Update

	Maths
This week we have had a focus on 3D shapes. We have learnt their names and looked at their properties eg can it roll?, can it be stacked?, as well as counting corners and edges and faces. It is tricky, and remembering the names of the 3D shapes is tough, spot them in the environment around you and see if your child can recognise them and tell you its name.

	Whatever Next
We read a story called Whatever Next which inspired us to write a list of things we would take to space. The children then worked with an adult to segment and record their ideas eg hat, ted. We used sound mats to help record our words and we reminded the children of correct letter formation.

	Science
We did an experiment this week to see which material would be best to wear in the dark to ensure we could be seen and kept safe.

We used a torch and created a small dark tent to test a few different materials. We learnt that materials that are shiny are best and that these reflect the light making them more visible.
	Fire Fighter Crook
We had a visit from a fire fighter this on Thursday who told us all about his job and how he helps people. He brought in lots of different equipment and showed us how it all worked and what it was used for. The children were able to try on the helmets, gloves, boots and they asked lots of good questions too! Thank you for visiting us Fire Fighter Crook!

We have finished teaching all the phase 2 sounds, so this week we have been consolidating our learning by recalling the sounds as quick as we can, playing games, blending for reading and segmenting for writing.
