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Reception Weekly Learning Update

	The Little Red Hen
Baking Bread-
Following on from re-telling the story of Little Red Hen the children all had a go at making a small bread roll this week. We looked at the recipe and the instructions that we needed to follow. In small groups we had the opportunity to weigh and measure the ingredients carefully, watch and describe the changes to the mixture and then to compare this with their baked bread roll to see how it had changed in the oven. The tasting was great fun too!
Reading and Writing labels-
The children also practised using their phonic skills to write labels for the characters in the story. The animals were carefully selected to encourage the children to use some of the letter sounds and shapes they had learnt so far, “hen, dog, pig, cat”. The children practised segmenting each word into the individual sounds by saying each word slowly and listening to the order of the sounds before writing the corresponding letter shapes. Some children heard the initial sounds of each word and some were able to hear all 3 sounds.
Counting and comparing-
In maths the children practised accurate counting of sets of objects. They also tried to count claps, the number of taps on different instruments which encouraged careful listening. They continued to show their answer by holding up the correct number of fingers or the correct numeral on their number fan. 
The children were asked to help the red hen to make soup by counting sets of vegetables. The children were challenged to find the new total on their number fan after adding 1 more to each set.


	Leaf Man

We read the story ‘Leaf Man’ and then made our own leaf men, leaf ladies, leaf animals and even leaf princesses using all of the lovely leaves, conkers, acorns and other autumnal objects the children have been collecting.
 
	ICT- Autumn faces
The children got creative on the laptops this week. 
They learned how to use the mouse pad to click and grab autumnal objects and move them around to create a funny face. This was a tricky skill for some as our children are so used to using i pads and touch screens. We will continue to practise this skill. 

	Harvest Festival
On Thursday we invited the Key Stage 1 children to join us for our Early Years Harvest Festival. Over the last few weeks the children have been learning about Autumn and practising some special songs about Harvest as well as learning a rap about the Little Red Hen. We joined with the Nursery children to perform our songs and rap and say a big thank you for all our food. The children performed confidently and were very proud of their little red hen hats.
