We have read some animal poetry this week and helped to fill in some rhyming words which were issing.

We then looked at non-rhyming poems and decided to create our own animal counting poem in groups of 3. The children chose an animals and then had to think of a suitable adjective for it. They got an extra point if their adjective started with the same letter as the animal! We then repeated this process in order to create a ‘Gimme 5’ poem…
5 epic elephants

4 flapping flamingos

3 crazy crocs, etc…

Some groups are not quite finished yet so we will carry this through to next week, ready to perform them for the class.
	Doubles

We have been Masters of Maths again this week whilst learning about doubles!

The children are expected to automatically recall some doubles facts, however, it is even more important to be able to understand the process of doubling and what they can use to help.

We used ladybirds as a visual aid, drawing one set of spots on one side and drawing the same amount on the opposite wing to demonstrate how to double.

We have also been singing doubling songs and playing board games by doubling the score on the dice. This is something you could try at home. Here are a couple of online doubling games to try too…

We learned about a very skilled photographer called Nick Nichols this week. He takes photographs of wild animals. We were amazed at how close he was able to get and learned that he could do this using a zoom lens. We also found out how to edit the colour of photographs so that you can make them black and white.

After looking at some of his work and learning how to take a photo on the ipad, the children went outside and photographed signs of Spring. The learned that they needed to hold the ipad very still so that they could focus on the subject and then had a try at editing the colour.

We have been looking closely at daffodils today, as they are a sign of Spring. We learned that daffodils grow from a bulb found out what a bulb is like from hands on exploration. The children used magnifying glasses to look for the pollen and to look closely aat the petals, and dissected the flowers to see that the stem is like one long drinking straw! The boy and girls have been drawing and labelling daffodils with their main parts too-roots, bulb, petals, leaves and stem.
