	Maths
This week we have really busy with maths! The children have baked cakes and biscuits all week. Measuring is a wonderful way to learn about number, you can compare the weights too.
We have also been finding half. First we found half of a shape, by folding it in half and understanding that half means splitting it into two equal parts. Then we moved onto sharing objects in half, understanding that this means splitting into two equal parts. We then challenged the children into halving an odd number – understanding that odd numbers cannot be split in half, this is unequal.
