Reception Weekly Learning Update

	MERRY DECEMBER!  
Can you actually believe it is December already? There is a definite magic in the air. We have got out our Christmas decorations and the children have been busy decorating our classrooms and our trees! It has been a good opportunity to talk about patterns, shapes and positional language. We have also had a go at making some of our own decorations outside and weaving the tinsel in and out of the fence. 

Not only this but also the class elf has been hiding in different places around the classroom. The children have had a lot of fun finding him and then writing about where they found him.
We used positional language such as, ‘above, below, under, on, next to, beside’ and ‘in’. 
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	Maths
This week we have had a focus on 7. We thought about different ways to make seven: with coins, tally, using a 10 frame, pictures and objects. We talked about the 7ness of 7. 
We played ‘The Grinch’ game where the Grinch stole numbers from our Christmas number line. We had to use our number knowledge to work out which number he had stolen each time. We found it was much harder to count backwards than forwards. We have also ordered big number stockings outside which had become all muddled up. 
We have also done some Christmas subtraction and introduced the language, ‘less, fewer, subtract’ and ‘take away’. 

	History  

We have continued to talk about toys from the past. The children had lots of fun playing hopscotch, using hula hoops and skipping ropes. Then we went back in time 100 years and wrote a Christmas list. The children applied their phonic skills to segment to spell words such as spinning top.   
	Phonics
This week we have continued to learn digraphs- two letters that only make one sound! We have had our Phase 3 detective goggles on and looking for the digraphs in words. Can your child be a detective and spot them in words at home? (for example: sh, ch, th, ng.)
