English and Maths


Children will have a daily phonics session and will be taught and encouraged to use their phonics skills when reading and writing full sentences. We will be learning new vocabulary linked to our topic.


In English we will be using our knowledge of fact files and applying this to our topic lessons. 


In maths we will be extending the children’s knowledge of place value by introducing bridging through ten and higher value numbers. Please continue to practice counting and writing numbers at home, as these are really valuable and make a vast difference to your child’s learning.
