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AGREEMENT FOR CHILDREN
To help me do well at school I will try to:

· do all my home learning activities, especially my reading, spelling and times tables (Y2-6) and my topic projects;
· always do my best in lessons and remember our school value of resilience; 

· listen carefully, sensibly take part in discussions and follow class rules;
· be proud of the things I do at school;
· dress smartly and with pride;
· help others to be happy, being kind to them and looking after them if they need comforting;
· show respect for everyone in our school community and for school property;
· take responsibility for my actions and try to ‘be more’;
· talk at home about what I do in school;
· not miss school and always try to be on time;
· be polite and helpful to other children and grown ups;
· always try to enjoy school and help others do the same.
If I am unhappy, feel unsafe or need help I will talk to my teacher or another grown up in school.
AGREEMENT FOR PARENTS / CARERS
To help my child at school I will do my best to:
· support my child with home learning activities, and use these as a means of nurturing a love of learning;

· praise my child for all the wonderful things that they do;

· ensure that my child is ready to learn, helping them to get a good night’s sleep and enjoy a well-balanced diet;
· give my child help with their schooling and make sure they have everything they need, including water bottle, a healthy snack (juniors), PE kit (when necessary) and uniform in line with the school’s policy;
· talk to school about any needs that my child has;
· liaise with school regarding any reasonable adjustments that I feel my child needs, including with uniform;

· ensure that my child arrives at school on time and is collected promptly at the end of each day;
· prioritise school attendance and help my child to see its importance;
· work with the school to ensure my child considers our school values;
· encourage and nurture my child to develop a healthy body and a healthy mind;
· help my child to get the best sleep possible, and talk to us if you’re finding this tricky;
· encourage my child’s independence and resilience and work with school on this as appropriate, clarifying what it means to be these things;

· attend parents’ evenings and other discussions about my child’s development;
· engage with and support both my child and school in relation to any intervention programmes (educational, social & emotional or behavioural); 
· encourage my child to read, nurture a love of reading and comment in their reading records when necessary;

· consider how I can help my child to stay safe online, especially in using social media safely, and work with school to ensure this;

· talk to the school if my child is worried or if anything happens that may affect my child’s learning;
· understand that teachers are busy, are not always available and to contact the office if anything is urgent;
· if necessary, reply to any school correspondence;
· talk to the class teacher, Mr Parker or Mrs Marsland about any queries or concerns I have. If they are the first to know, they can deal swiftly with any issues.
