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Reception Weekly Learning Update

	Welcome back!
It is lovely to see all the children again, 2 weeks feels like such a long time! We are now into the summer term, it is hard to believe.

We have heard lots of great stories from the children about their holidays and then the children wrote their ideas down. Writing still takes a lot of work for the children, from segmenting the sounds they can hear, to writing those sounds down using their phonics knowledge, even thinking about finger spaces, letter formation and full stops and capital letters. There is so much to think about when writing, any writing practise you can do at home will help to increase their confidence.

	Caterpillars

Our caterpillars have arrived! We have 5 caterpillars that we are enjoying watching in their tub, eating their food and hopefully making their way up to the lid to create a chrysalis soon! We have read the story of Christopher’s Caterpillars and also a non-fiction book about caterpillars and butterflies. Different text provide a great means of introducing new vocabulary and exposure to facts.

	Maths
We have been focusing on numbers to 20 this week. Looking at the composition of numbers, meaning we have identified that each ‘teen’ number is made up of a ten and a set of ones eg 14 is a 10 and 4 ones. We have built these numbers with numicon and made towers of numbers suing multilink cubes with one colour to represent the 10, and another colour to represent the ones.


	Library visits
Next week, we will be starting library visits, one group from each class will visit Urmston Library each Tuesday. The trips will be covered by adults in school. The children will walk to the library, taking note of the features of old houses eg chimneys, cellars, bay windows etc.

When we get to the library, we will have a tour of the library, where the fiction and non-fiction books are and how the books are arranged and organised. The children will then look at the books and choose a book each to borrow and bring back to school to share with their friends.
