Experiment with changing shadows 

and explore light phenomena.  

Name and describe the bodies of the solar 

system and how ideas on it have changed 

overtime.  Describe the motion of the 

Earth and the moon and explain why we 

have day and night.  

Construct simple series circuits and draw them 

using recognised symbols. Investigate how 

changes to the circuit can affect the 

components. Identify the dangers of 

electricity and how to work safely with it.  
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
