	Communication & Language
	Think about where you live.  Talk about where you can go and who you might be visiting.
	*Sing the song London Bridge is Falling Down.  What other materials can be used to make a bridge?
	Think about all the different ways you can travel around London. What are they and what sounds do these make? 
	*Sing the song The Wheels on the Bus.  
Try and make up your own verses for the song.
	*Listen to the song I Was in the Garden.  
See if you can make the sounds of the animals in the song.

	Physical Development
	When you are going outside.  Think about the clothes you need to wear and have a go at putting these clothes on your own.
	Move like the lion in the story.  Think about how you would move and what sound you could make if you were a lion.
	March like the guardsmen outside Buckingham Palace in the story.  Sing the song The Grand Old Duke of York whilst marching.
	Katie, Jack and Grandma all talk about feeling tired.  Think about what makes you feel tired.
	When we have been outside, we must remember to wash our hands when we come inside.  What do you use to wash your hands?  Why do we need to wash our hands?

Try and listen to the story daily as this helps your child gain a good understanding of the story.

	When reading the story try to remember which characters Katie and Jack meet and where they see them.
	*Sing the Jolly Phonic songs for the sounds s, a and t.
Think of words that begin with these sounds.

	Look at vehicles that take people around where you live.  Which have the following shapes:
Circle, Rectangle, Square,
Triangle.

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Sticky Ice

Science Experiment

Method

Children are to put on their gloves.

Put salt in one bowl, water in another
bowl and the ice cubes in the third bowl.

Lay out a piece of string next to the
bowls.

Put some ice cubes in the bowl with the
water.

Challenge the children to see if they can
lift a piece of ice from that bowl using
only the string.

After several attempts, pass them the
bowl of salt (‘magic powder’).

Ask them what they think will happen if
they sprinkle the salt onto the ice.

Place the string over the ice and sprinkle
the salt over the string.

Count together to 60, then carefully lift
the string up by each end.

Hey presto! The ice cube is stuck to the
string!
