We are passionate about reading at Walmsley and want 
your child to develop a real love of reading. 

This is our reading offer to pupils in Year 2: 

 Your child will complete  3 Guided Reading lessons a week with 
their class teacher. During these lessons we follow ‘Pathways to 
Read’ and focus on the core and mastery reading skills  inline 
with the KS1 Reading domains. This will not be recorded in dia-
ries but will be on teachers planning proformas.  A  Knowledge 
Mat will be sent home each half term so you can see what we 
are studying in school in  these Guided Reading lessons.  

 In addition, pupils will read at least once a week as part of small 
group with an adult using the banded books from the school 
reading scheme5 

 There is a reading pleasure slot timetabled 4 times a week. This 
may involve the class teacher reading  a class novel to pupils or 
pupils reading for pleasure. 

 In addition to  this pupils  must choose a book to read for pleas-
ure. They are expected to read for 30minutes every day. This 
may include there school reading book or book for pleasure. 

 Please record the book you have read and pages in your home 
school diary each day. This will be monitored in school but 
please can parents/carers  ensure you monitor this and sign 
your child’s diary.  

 We have recommended 100 books for you to read, please high-
light them as you read them.  Some of these we have in school 
or you can get them from your local library. This list is not ex-
haustive and you’re more than welcome to choose your own as 
well.
