Below is an overview of what students study in English, homework and revision materials.

Students at Walton-le-Dale study English 4 times per week when they are in Year 7 and 3 times per week in Year 8
and 9. At Key Stage 4, when students are in Years 10 and 11, they study English 4 times each week.

We follow the Key Stage 3 national curriculum, moving on to the Edugas GCSE English Language specification and
AQA GCSE English Literature specification.

The specifications for these subjects can be found below and can be used to assist with revision as they detail
everything that students will learn.
