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It has been a pleasure welcoming all of our new children into school this week. It has been lovely to
see them making new friends and getting to know the classroom and the rest of school. We have
already spent lots of time playing, singing and reading stories.
Our theme this half term is All about me!
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We will be getting to know each other, finding out what we like and dislike and learning about our
families. We will be learning about people who help us in the community and the jobs that they do. We
will be deciding our class rules and getting used to new school routines.
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This half term in RE we will be learning about Harvest. We will be reading the
story of creation and finding out about the things that Christians believe God
made. We will also be learning about Sukkot, the Jewish celebration of
Harvest.

Personal, Social and Emotional Development
We will be talking about what we are good at and what we like doing. We will be creating our class

rules and thinking about how we can have kind hands, kind feet and kind words. Our Gospel value
across school, this half term, is friendship. We will be reading stories from the Bible that teach us
about friendship.
Physical Development
- PE will be every Friday but this might change depending on other activities we are
doing in class.

Communication and Language
We will be practising talk routines throughout the day, for example; Good morning, how are you?

What did you have for lunch? What are you doing after school?
We will be singing nursery rhymes and putting actions to them. We will be reading and retelling stories
using actions and puppets.
Literacy - Reading
We will be starting with Phase One phonics where we will be listening for sounds in A
words and in the environment. ] HI K
We will be reading lots of familiar books and looking at books about families. LMP\ :

These are wordless Q TU
books and are used to help children become familiar with handling books V XY7Z
independently and using the pictures as clues to tell the story.
Literacy - Writing
We will be mark making patterns, pictures and letters. The children will be practising writing their
names and forming letters correctly, in the correct direction and from the correct starting point. We will
be starting dough disco to help strengthen the finger muscles to help with pencil grip and we will also
be doing lots of activities that involve threading, pinching and squeezing.

- will be sorting, grouping and ordering objects. We will be making and talking about
patterns. We will be learning about numbers 1, 2 and 3 and starting to solve
problems using them.

We will be learning about our families and talking about who is part of our TRy e
family and why they are important to us. We will be reading stories about ‘ H
families and saying how they are similar to our own.
