Our Gospel Value this half term is Friendship

RE
This half term in RE we will be learning about Harvest. We will also be learning about
Sukkot, the Jewish celebration of Harvest.
We will be reading the story of creation and finding out about the things that
Christians believe God made.
Key Questions
Where does our food come from?
Which foods do you enjoy the most?
How can we help those who do not have a good harvest?
Why should we help those who do not have a good
harvest?

Maths
In Maths this term we will be learning to :
e Read and write numbers to twenty.
e Identify one more and one less.
e Use number bond facts to twenty.
e Add one-digit and two digit numbers to 20.




English
This half term we have begun by reading the story; Supertato. The children will be

looking at discussing lots of different things about the story such as the main events
and the characters.
In our writing we will be focussing on ensuring that we can use finger spaces
between words and full stops. We will be writing our own short story based on
Supertato.

Phonics
In phonics this term we are now beginning to learn new Phase 5 sounds.
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' Mr Evans will be teaching PE for us every Tuesday
Afternoon.
Please ensure you have a full indoor and outdoor PE kit
in school every week.
We will be working on moving in different ways, climbing,
balancing and safely negotiating space.

Science
In Science we will be looking at our senses and the part of the
body that is associated with each sense. We will also be
looking at and labelling the basic parts of the human body.

Geography
In Geography we will be looking into where we live.

Art
In Art this half term we will be focusing on drawing.
We will be looking at lots of different artists, specifically Picasso.
They will be looking at developing a wide range of skills, including using line, shape
and space.

In Computing we will be looking into how to be safe online.
We will also be looking at grouping and sorting objects.
