	1
	In this lesson you will develop an understanding of the ‘blocking out’ drawing technique. This is where you use straight lines to help you to draw all of the objects in your picture…
	Over the last few weeks we have looked at some of the key elements of drawing such as composition and observation drawing skills.  
These Skills are all necessary to achieve a realistic look to the work. 
For your next task we are asking you to develop your composition drawing skills further to practice using straight construction lines….

	Develop an A4 page of still life envelopes in pencil:

A. Watch the video.

B. Choose a single item and draw the basic straight line envelope (as shown in the video) for the item. 

C. Watch the video again.

D. Collect 3 items from around the home to develop into a still life drawing. Now start a new drawing on a sheet of A4 paper. Draw the straight line construction lines / use the envelope drawing technique from the video in order to complete this still life task. 

E. Watch the video once again.

F. Find a different collection of 3 items then repeat step D.

	In this lesson you will learn to develop the ‘envelope style of drawing’ as seen in the video link from task 1 for you still life compositions into a more finished drawing…

	You are now going to develop one of your straight line envelopes which you made in lesson 1.

A. Watch the video again but focus on the second stage of the drawing you are shown. 

B. Using your chosen still life composition from week 1, build up the outlines of the objects (they no longer need to be straight).
C. Now you have completed an outline drawing of your chosen still life. Now start a new larger drawing to fill a new sheet A4 to complete a final drawing.

	In this lesson we are going to revisit the three basic tones of a drawing Highlight, Mid tone and Shadow, focusing on highlights particularly in this lesson. 
	
	You do not actually have to draw anything in this lesson! Instead I would like you to work out where the tonal areas will need to be placed in your drawing from task 2. 
A. Mark lightly in pencil on your drawing where the lightest parts of the composition are i.e. the highlights.
A question your teacher would have asked you at the end of this 

lesson is:

How important do you think highlights are compared to shadow and mid tone? Why is this?

	In this lesson we are going to revisit the three basic tones of a drawing Highlight, Mid tone and Shadow, focusing on mid-tone particularly in this lesson.
	Looking at this picture (also attached below) should give you some indication of strictly keeping to three basic tones.

	A. Remember to leave the highlighted areas blank as you shade the mid tone areas. 

B. Cover all other areas in a smooth continuous pressure mid-tone.

	In this lesson you will learn to evaluate the success of your work in relation to the theme of composition.
	Looking at this picture (also attached below) should give you some indication of strictly keeping to three basic tones

	Now focusing on the shaded areas,
A. Re-work the darkest areas with a heavier pencil pressure than you did for the mid tone.

B. Make sure the pressure is unformal across all the shaded areas keeping a consistent smooth tone.
