	1
	Drawing from Memory. Can you draw an object you know well without looking at it..?
	
	Using pencils only on an A4 piece of paper draw a favourite object of yours it can be anything. Remember to use the full page not just a corner. You can add tone/ shading but do not use colour.

	2
	Improving your drawing skills using outlines…
	Rules:

Sit close to the object which you intend to draw and lean forward in your chair. Focus your eyes on a point any point will do along the contour of the object. (The contour approximates What is usually spoken of as the outline or edge.) Place the point of your pencil on the paper. Imagine that your pencil point is touching the object instead of the paper. Without taking your eyes off the object, wait until you are convinced that the pencil is touching that point on the object upon which your eyes are fastened. Now move your eye slowly along the contour of the object and move the pencil slowly along the paper. As you do this, keep the conviction that the pencil point is actually touching the contour. Be guided more by the sense of touch than by sight. 

THIS MEANS THAT YOU MUST DRAW WITHOUT LOOKING AT THE PAPER, continuously looking at the object.

Exactly coordinate the pencil with the eye. Your eye may be tempted at ﬁrst to move faster than your pencil, but do not let it get ahead. Consider only the point that you are working on at the moment with no regard for any other part of the object.
	Find the object which you drew from memory in task one and place it in front of you. 

Re draw this object in the same way, but this time you are allowed to look at it rather than just using your memory - but this time following the rules in the resource box to the left of this text. Do not add tone or shading to this piece as it is meant to be just an outline drawing.

	3
	Comparing your two drawings…

Is your second drawing better now you have studied the object in front of you..? 
	
	Draw the same object again as in lesson 1 and 2 above. This time, do not follow the outline rules from lesson two. This will be a ‘free style’ drawing!

	4
	Skills you learn in art can be transferred to other creative tasks or projects, and drawing can be created in any material or medium. 
	
	Choose a new object to draw from around your home. This time use a different medium to draw with (not pencil – try using a biro, paint, a felt tip pen etc.) 

You should now have four drawings completed for this art task. 

	5
