1 I Approximately 4000 Egyptian workers built the 
pyramids. 

2 I Wockers cut huge blocks of stone out of the ground. 

3 I Stones were loaded onto boats, which took them to 
the pyramids along the River Nile. 

4 I Using a chisel and hammer, workers made the rocks 
smooth so they would fit together tightly. 

5 I Workers moved the heavy blocks using wooden 
s�dges on ramps up the side of the pyramids. 

6 I Pharaohs were usually buried under the pyramid 
structure although some had burial chambers built 
inside the pyramid.
