Updated Coronavirus Response

I hope this letter will update you on our school’s response to the situation we are now in.
The published government advice is:

. Every child who can be safely cared for at home should be.

. Staff should not attend work unless absolutely essential.

. Schools should open for childcare only for those children who absolutely need to attend.
. Parents should ensure children are not mixing socially to continue to spread the virus.

. Children should observe the same social distancing principles as adults.
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School has now closed, opening only for essential childcare on school days at times when
parents need this during term times and during school holidays. There will be no cover on
Bank Holidays.

If your work is critical to the COVID-19 response AND you cannot keep your child safe at home
then your children can access childcare provision whilst you are at your place of work.

To book this provision, please email booking@heslerton.n-yorks.sch.uk by 5pm on the

working day_before provision is needed. You will need to state your child’s name, class and
hours of cover needed
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school offering childcare of shift patterns to provide this ongoing support.

School staff continue to put their own health and the health of their families at risk by
providing this cover - please do not abuse their generosity. We are grateful for the work of the
staff at our school and at other schools for continuing to provide for the children of the other critical
workers of our country. It is an essential part of our national effort to combat this disease.

School meals

School meals are not available at school. All pupils attending should bring a packed meal
with them. For those children who qualify for free school meals the DfE will be announcing a
voucher scheme in the coming days or weeks. This will be for pupils previously identified as living
in low income families, not for all pupils who currently receive a universal free school meal.
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School transport

School transport is not currently available to/from Heslerton CE School. This will resume when
normal school hours resume for all pupils.
