They will gain a knowledge and understanding of the importance of shared beliefs and values in building a strong community. Students will then consider how this learning can be applied to their own communities.

MFL-  All students to experience religious and cultural celebrations in France. Most students will identify and describe similarities with their own experiences of celebrations. Some students will understand the importance of awareness of different cultures and the positive influences it creates. All students to study French language Ma ville, ma maison.

Geography 
Students will explore their local community. Students will become aware of terminology linked to settlements and apply this to their own experiences and environment.
Pupils will explore map skills and implement in to skill development.

Create a collage of our school community and who helps us 
	Carry out the ‘Who am I?’activity. See resource sheet.
Identify the different communities that pupils belong to, family, religious groups, brownies, cubs, and so on. Identify the different parts of the school community and ‘visit’ them, for example, the
teaching staff, the administrative staff, the catering staff and the maintenance staff. 
As a class, find out about the school’s local community and draw a map or plan of it. Include as much information as possible. For example, places of worship, hospitals, shops, community centres,
homes, businesses, industry, farms, leisure centres and so on.
Play ‘Global class’ to show that ‘local communities’ are part of a much wider ‘global community’. See resource sheet.

	Students should begin by pondering what is meant by the word ‘community’. Coming up with examples.
Once a definition (A group of people with something in common?) has been decided on, students can work on the table in resources folder, with a range of communities being picked.
I would recommend family, school, football club (eg Everton FC) and place (such as town, village or street)
What do we have in common? 
For each community, consider what they have in common in terms of what they do and what they think / believe. (Leave the level of impact to later) Now consider the level of impact. This is the level of impact on someone’s life, the kind of person they are, how influenced they are.
So family will rate highly while town might be less so.
Discuss pattern that can be seen, with weaker
communities, those with lower impact, such as a a large town have
some practices in common, but little in the way of beliefs or very specific beliefs (Everton FC are the greatest football team!), but stronger communities have more in common, especially on the beliefs side, with beliefs tending to be wider ranging and related to the real world e.g. people are equal, treat others with respect.

Guru Nanak taught that the mouth of a hungry person is the treasure chest of God. What do pupils think he meant?
Simran makes lots of connections between the kitchen and the scriptures. Ask your pupils to find two pictures, one of the langar and one of the dais where the Guru Granth Sahib is read. Get them to think about how these two are connected.
For Sikhs, the duty to serve others and the duty to remember God are linked in every way. Can pupils write some connections between the two pictures?
