The packed lunch will be available to collect on the day from the canteen entrance on
the car park.

We appreciate that industrial action is disruptive and you may need to change your plans or working
arrangements whilst this action is ongoing. We also recognise that this situation may be frustrating
and ask that all members of our school community continue to treat each other with dignity and
respect. The Westleigh School remains committed to providing a safe and secure environment for
our students and delivering high-quality teaching. We will of course continue to monitor the
arrangements in place and make modifications where possible to improve support for students. The
school will re-open as normal on Wednesday 1 March 2023 for all students.
