At Whitefield Primary School, we value Art and Design as an important part of the children’s entitlement to a broad and balanced curriculum. Art and Design provides the children with the opportunities to develop and extend skills and an opportunity to express their individual interests, thought and ideas. Art and Design is invaluable in developing creative approaches in children and makes a meaningful contribution to the ‘Healthy Hearts, Healthy Bodies and Healthy Minds’ of children at Whitefield Primary School.

The art curriculum should engage, inspire and challenge pupils, equipping them with the knowledge and skills to experiment, invent and create their own works of art, craft and design. As pupils progress, they should be able to think critically and develop a more rigorous understanding of art and design and develop their own understanding of how art and design both reflect and shape our history, and contribute to the culture, creativity and wealth of our nation.

Children will develop their understanding of the visual language of art with effective teaching and considered sequences of lessons and experiences. Understanding of the visual elements of art and design (line, tone, texture, colour, pattern, shape, 3D form) will be developed by providing a curriculum which will enable children to reach their full potential.
At Whitefield we are committed to ensuring the intent of the National Curriculum is consistently planned and delivered in aiming to ensure that:

1 - All pupils produce creative work, exploring their ideas and recording their experiences

2 – All pupils become proficient in drawing, painting, sculpture and other art, craft and design techniques.

3 – All pupils evaluate and analyse creative works using the language of art, craft and design.

4 – All pupils know about great artists, craft makers and designers, and understand the historical and cultural development of their art forms.
Implementation

The teaching and implementation of the Art and Design Curriculum at Whitefield Primary School is based on the National Curriculum and supported by the Art and Design Curriculum created by Kapow. Kapow supports teachers in ensuring an organised approach to this creative subject is planned, which ensures progression in skills over time. In particular, lessons incorporate teacher and pupil instructional videos demonstrating a wide range of Art and Design techniques. This supports all teachers, no matter what their artistic background, to deliver a high-quality curriculum. This in conjunction with suggested assessment tasks and exemplars ensures accurate and ongoing judgements of skills can be made. 

Within the timetable, blocks of time is given to Art and Design to enable meaningful immersion and momentum in generating excitement and focused learning towards an outcome. 

The children's learning is enhanced by both links with ongoing topic work and also by opportunities to engage with whole school arts weeks which enable children to explore the use of different techniques within themes.
Throughout the school, samples of children’s work is uploaded to Seesaw and to the Google Drive to enable an archive to be built as part of ongoing monitoring. 
Early Years Foundation Stage

Pupils explore and use a variety of media and materials through a combination of child initiated and adult directed activities. They have opportunities to learn to:

Explore the textures, movement, feel and look of different media and materials

Respond to a range of media and materials, develop their understanding of them in order to manipulate and create different effects.

Use different media and materials to express their own ideas

Explore colour and use for a particular purpose

Develop skills to use simple tools and techniques competently and appropriately

Select appropriate media and techniques and adapt their work where necessary

Key stage 1

Pupils are taught:

· to use a range of materials creatively to design and make products

·  to use drawing, painting and sculpture to develop and share their ideas, experiences and imagination

· to develop a wide range of art and design techniques in using colour, pattern, texture, line, shape, form and space

· about the work of a range of artists, craft makers and designers, describing the differences and similarities between different practices and disciplines, and making links to their own work.    

Key stage 2

Pupils are taught to develop their techniques, including their control and their use of materials, with creativity, experimentation and an increasing awareness of different kinds of art, craft and design.

 Pupils are taught:

·  to create sketch books to record their observations and use them to review and revisit ideas

·  to improve their mastery of art and design techniques, including drawing, painting and sculpture with a range of materials [for example, pencil, charcoal, paint, clay]

·  about great artists, architects and designers in history.

Differentiation

The lessons provided are appropriate for almost all pupils. Teachers will involve all pupils

through support and if necessary, adult helpers and ancillaries will be used to work with

individual children with SEN whose needs are more complex.
Where possible, more able pupils will be stretched through extra challenges suggested in the

course of art lessons and given specific feedback and opportunities to extend their use of techniques and different media. 

Impact
The assessment procedures within Art and Design are based on ongoing verbal feedback within lessons with children. Children’s work is regularly checked by the subject leader, and samples of work taken from across the school to ensure progression in skills is evident, as well as providing evidence of the ongoing teaching in the subject within a broad and balanced curriculum. 

Throughout the year, children will be observed and engaged in understanding their knowledge and ability to articulate their Art and Design skills. Teachers will analyse pupils’ progress at the end of each school year to create an annual report for parents. This is achieved by analysis of children’s work throughout the year and with reference to suggestion assessment tasks as directed by Kapow.
