Fiction Fiction The type of book or story 

that is written about imaginary 

characters and events and not 

based on real

people and facts.

Garrick in 1773 at Drury Lane, 

taking its theme from an 19th 

century fairy tale.
Character A person or animal in a story. 

Setting Where a story takes place.
