•	 understanding and appreciation of the wide range of cultural 

influences that have shaped their own heritage and that of others
•	 understanding and appreciation of the range of different cultures 

in the school
•	 ability to recognise, and value, the things we share in common 

across cultural, religious, ethnic and socio-economic communities

must work together to make sure all children 
can enjoy all their rights.
